2012 JAUW International Fellowships Nomination
1. Background
Japanese Association of University Women (JAUW), an association of International Federation of University Women (IFUW), is offering 2012 International Fellowships for women who are conducting or would like to carry out independent research or advanced study at postgraduate level in Japan.
To fulfill the application requirements, the applicant should obtain three reference letters written by those who are familiar with the applicant's academic work and/or community service.  If the applicant is a member of a National Federation or an Association of IFUW, one of the three persons shall be the President of the applicant’s Federation or Association.
As one of the associations of IFUW, HKAUW takes the pleasure to recommend our members to apply for the fellowship from JAUW.  The application and recommendation process is as follows: 
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2. Award 
Each fellowship amounts from JPY 500,000 to JPY 1,000,000 per grantee. The amount granted will vary depending on the duration of stay in Japan and the nature of the work. One-third of the amount will be given to the grantee upon arrival in Japan.

3. Eligibility 
The applicant:
＊Must be a full member of the HKAUW. 
＊Must be a citizen of a country other than Japan.
＊Must hold an academic degree equivalent to a bachelor’s degree.　
＊Has a proposed plan of study or research that will advance her professional competence and must be undertaken in Japan. 
＊Must be accepted by a Japanese institution at which she proposes to undertake her study or research.
